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Amanohashidate, one of Japan’s “three most scenic spots,” will be transformed into a dreamlike
atmosphere, with light, video projection, and sound-based digital art on the theme of “The way goes from
ancient to the future.” On November 9th (Sat) and November 10th (Sun), together with the maple leaves
illumination at Nariai-ji Temple, the creative director of Rhizomatiks Architecture, Seiichi SAITO, will
unveil his latest artwork in the “JIKU” series. A site-specific artwork series, “JIKU” explores the hidden
axis within places, using light and sound to illuminate the invisible. The #003 work of the series will
take place in Amanohashidate on this occasion. By connecting Nariai-ji Temple and Chion-ji Temple —
located on oppositesides of Amanohashidate —withlight, the artistdepicts the origin of Amanohashidate.
There are several Japanese myths in which Amanohashidate plays an important role. In one story,
Amanohashidate was created by two gods, [zanagi and Izanami, after stirring the tides with a giant spear
called Amenonuhoko. Another myth called Bonten Koku, from the medieval storybook Otogi Zoshi,
depicts the tale of a councilor and his wife, who is the daughter of Creator. The artwork will use light to

show the relationship between two elements, such as the sky and the earth, the two stories, and the Nariai-ji
Templeand the Chion-ji Temple.
